Approval of Minutes – A motion was made by Donna Powell, seconded by Gary France to accept the minutes of the meeting of August 19, 2020 as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
Correspondence:  Judy reviewed a letter from the City of Portola noting a Public Hearing for a rate increase for Intermountain Disposal.
Resolution No. 2020-03 Resolution adopting the Budget for 2020/2021
Judy noted this Resolution should have been passed with the budget at the June meeting, however, she missed doing it.
A motion was made by Donna Powell, seconded by Gary France to approve the Resolution No. 2020-03 as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
Caretakers Report 

a. Report – Susan reviewed her report noting there were 2 plots purchased with 5 burials in the last quarter.  She noted that she has completed cleanup of the cemeteries for the winter and Herb has been laid off.  He will come back to assist with full burials when necessary.  She also noted that she completed rehanging the gates and both Chilcoot and Vinton with Kunsman replacing the new drop bar with no charge. She also had to replace the flagpole rope at Vinton and put up a new flag.  She noted that a new sign is also needed at the Vinton Cemetery.
The Sani Huts have been removed for the winter.

She also noted that we will need to have the road resealed at Whispering Pines.

The Board discussed a new sign at Vinton and asked Susan to bring back an estimate for the cost at the February meeting. 
It was suggested talking to our new supervisor, Dwight Ceresola, to see if the County will include the road around Whispering Pines for maintenance.  Pat will contact Dwight re: this.

a. Expenditure Reports – Judy presented the expenditure reports for July through September, 2020.  She reviewed the totals with the Board and asked for any questions. Judy has sent them copies of the cancelled checks showing the payment for the 2 invoices they are still billing the district for.  Hopefully this will be corrected on next month’s bill.
A motion was made by Curtis Marshall, seconded by Gary France to approve the Expenditure Report as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
b. Files for the Cemetery District – Judy noted that she has completed putting all the cemeteries on the computer.  She has up until now been doing both the card files as well as the computer files and is asking the Board if they want to continue with the card file as well as the computer.  She noted that she has sent the computer file to Susan and will continue to do so as new data is entered and it is also on a backup SanDisk.

The Board asked her if she thought it was necessary to do both and she replied that as the card file was not entirely accurate that it really was an unnecessary extra step to continue unless they wanted it done. She would like to discontinue the card file.
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The Board agreed to discontinue the card file.  Judy will keep it for future reference.  Susan noted that if the old files could be secured in water-proof, bug free storage, they could be stored in the shed at Shady Grove.  Judy will look into storage bins and the cost.
