However the gates at both Vinton and Chilcoot have both been damaged by someone backing into them.  She will see what is needed to repair them.  Pat will talk to Bob Mlakar to see if he will be able to help repair the posts.
The Board thanked Dwight Ceresola for getting road base at Vinton.  Dwight noted that it was donated by Rick Joy and Jack Sperry.  He will get the addresses and Judy will send “Thank you” notes to them. 
Susan noted there is a large berm behind Shady Grove where there had been a fire and it had been graded and left.  She also noted that there were several homeless people camping there.
